B. The County Manager shall determine, within five (5) days of receipt of an application, whether the application is complete. 

C. If the County Manager determines that the application is not complete, the County Manager shall send notice to the applicant identifying the deficiencies. The applicant shall have thirty (30) five (5) days from the date of notice to correct the deficiencies. Until the applicant corrects the deficiencies, no further action shall be taken for processing the application. If the applicant fails to correct the deficiencies within the thirty (30) five (5) day period, the application shall be deemed withdrawn, and the fees, application, and materials submitted shall be returned. 

D. If the County Manager determines that the application is complete, the application shall be processed for review and action in accordance with the procedural requirements set forth in this chapter.

Plans for infrastructure, utilities, and other improvements shall be submitted after an approved preliminary plat has been obtained demonstrating compliance with the improvement plan checklist, the requirements of Chapter 6, the Technical Standards Manual, and other engineering and construction standards of Lowndes County.

1. The published notice shall also include the location of the property, the present zoning classification of the property, and the proposed zoning classification of the property; and 

2. A sign shall be placed in a conspicuous location on the property not less than fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing containing the nature of the request and the date, time, and place of the hearing. 

3. The applicant shall provide a list of all current owners of record for properties located within ¼ mile or 1320ft of the subject property. The list shall include the current names, mailing addresses, and tax Map-Parcel numbers as reflected on the current tax roll of Lowndes County.  Property owners that are adjacent to the subject property, to include those across all right-of-way, shall be notified by certified mail.   
10.03.02 All Other Decisions 
A. At least fifteen (15) but not more than forty-five (45) days prior to the date of hearing, notice shall be published within a newspaper of general circulation in the County stating the date, time, place, and purpose of the hearing. 

B. If the hearing involves only one a specific parcel or parcels of property, then: 

1. The published notice shall state the location of the property; and 

2. A sign shall be placed in a conspicuous location on the property not less than fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing containing the nature of the request and the date, time, and place of the hearing.
3. The applicant shall provide a list of all current owners of record for properties located within ¼ mile or 1320ft of the subject property. The list shall include the current names, mailing addresses, and tax Map-Parcel numbers as reflected on the current tax roll of Lowndes County. Property owners that are adjacent to the subject property, to include those across all right-of-way, shall be notified by certified mail.

10.06.00 ENFORCEMENT AND PENALTIES 

10.06.01 Inspections and Enforcement Pertaining to Land Disturbing Activities 

A. The Lowndes County Engineering Department will periodically inspect the sites of land-disturbing activities for which permits have been issued to determine if the activities are being conducted in accordance with the plan and if the measures required in the plan are effective in controlling erosion and sedimentation. Also, the Local Issuing Authority shall regulate both primary and secondary permittees as such terms are defined in the state general permit. Primary permittees shall be responsible for installation and maintenance of best management practices where the secondary permittee is conducting land-disturbing activities. Secondary permittees shall be responsible for installation and maintenance of best management practices where the secondary permittee is conducting land-disturbing activities.  If, through inspection, it is deemed that a person engaged in land-disturbing activities as defined herein has failed to comply with the approved plan, with permit conditions, or with the provisions of this ULDC,- a written notice to comply shall be served upon that person. The notice shall set forth the measures necessary to achieve compliance and shall state the time within which such measures must be completed. If the person engaged in the land-disturbing activity fails to comply within the time specified, he shall be deemed in violation of this ULDC.
